The NVAEYC Academic Scholarship is for those individuals currently pursuing a degree with an emphasis in early childhood education, including Associate of Arts (AA) degree, Bachelor of Arts (BA) degree, Bachelor of Science (BS) degree, a Master of Arts (MA) degree, a Master in Education (MEd) degree, or other advanced degrees, in early childhood education or relevant field. 

To be considered for the NVAEYC Annual Academic Scholarship, applicants must meet the following six eligibility criteria: 
1. Be currently enrolled in an accredited institution of higher education that offers a state approved education program with courses in early childhood/general education.

2. Be actively pursuing a degree with an emphasis in education or early childhood development.

3. Be a legal resident of, or work in, the City of Alexandria, City of Falls Church, City of Fairfax, Arlington County, Fairfax County, or Loudoun County.
4. Be able to demonstrate an interest in and ability to work with young children from infancy through 8 years old.
5. Be able to use the scholarship funds by April 30, 2009.

6. Must not have received an NVAEYC scholarship during the previous 12 months.
To apply for consideration, applicants must complete and submit the NVAEYC Academic Scholarship Application (Part I and Part II) no later than April 11, 2008.
The Academic Scholarship Application is available on the NVAEYC Web site at nvaeyc.org or contact Tracy Dry, Scholarship Committee at 703-241-0845. 
All applicants will be notified in May regarding whether they have been selected as a scholarship recipient. The scholarship money will be distributed to the selected applicants in May.
